REGULAR MEETING

August 17, 2010
Meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Chairperson Beverly Daws in Conference Room B at 101 N Center Point Road. Members present were Troy Andersen, Gary Casady, Beverly Daws, Charles Fridal and Patrick White. Also present was Water Superintendent Carl Ransford, Engineer Loren Leach and Secretary Debra Larson. Roll was called.

Andersen moved to approve the agenda. Fridal seconded. Carried.

Fridal moved to approve the minutes of July 2010. Casady seconded. Carried.

Fridal moved to pay the bills. Casady seconded. Carried.

Andersen moved to approve the financial report of July 2010. White seconded. Carried.

BUSINESS:
Public Hearing was call to order at 6:37. There was no objection to the loan for future projects. Andersen made a motion to close the public meeting. Fridal seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Daws read the Resolution 20-10. Ransford told the board we would be closing the loan papers around the 15th of September 2010. Fridal made a motion to pass Resolution 20-10 Ratifying, Confirming and Approving Public Hearing for the Issuance of $250,000.00Water Revenue Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010. Andersen seconded the motion. Carried. Roll was called.

Fridal made a motion to set the public hearing for replacing the water main lines on East Clark Street.

White seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion was carried. This project will be set to start in the spring of 2011. The City would like to join in on the project and put new storm sewer in at the same time.
Ransford explained to the board what Sems Technologies Software did. There was no action taken at this time.

Ransford asked the board to consider increasing rates for Midway. We have been providing this service for 4 years and are just breaking even if not going under by providing this service. Fridal made a motion to raise the rate to $50.00 an hour instead of $30.00. Casady seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Ransford told the board two bids came in for replacing the ¾ ton truck. One was from Pat Mc Garth for $32,844.00 and Lynch Chevrolet for $32,448.00. The board decided to go with Lynch Chevrolet and added the electric crane at the cost of $2,850.00. The board decided to try and sell the old ¾ ton truck out right. Fridal made a motion to pass Resolution 21-10 Authorizing The Purchase of Water Department Vehicle. Andersen seconded the motion. Carried. Roll was called.

Ransford asked the board if it was ok to continue with accepting credit cards at the counter. Fridal made a motion to do credit cards with the City. Casady seconded the motion. Motion was carried.
Ransford informed the board that we are trying to set up a joint meeting with Data Tech and the City on October 13, 2010 at 5:30P.M. We will have our board meeting then too. It will be a Web conference. 
Larson showed the board a list of write off for this year. The discussion of transfer was brought up.

Ransford told the board about the water service at 304 Marion Street being hit by the contractor who was installing new gas lines and that they had it fixed within a half hour. 

The 3rd Avenue Project is set to begin the 1st of September 2010.

The City purchased and tore down the properties at 407 and 409 W. Clark St. and 103 4th Avenue. Ransford informed the Board that the water services were discontinued to the homes at the time of demolition.
