Resolution 14-15 Approved
Superintendent Report:

Carl Ransford showed the board pictures of the railroad tracks on Emmons Street and explained what the railroad was doing with the storm sewer. They ran into problems with the water main that ran thru the area the railroad was working. The City of Hiawatha had hired Hall and Hall Engineering to do the engineering. The railroad claims that the water that runs off the street was causing the tracks to be washed out so we are responsible for the cost of the project.  Ransford informed the board of what they had to do to the water main to fix the issues that came up. Ransford had a copy of the bill for labor which was done by the contractor who was hired by the railroad, but not for all the materials.  The Water Department furnished the materials. Ransford also informed the board that we didn’t budget that project and would have to amend the budget for that.

Ransford told the board about Ragbrai water usage and said he would have updated figures next month. The board was wondering if the Water Department would be reimbursed for the cost. Carl Ranford said he wasn’t sure at this time.
The board decided we would have Coffee with Council in September at well #10 so everyone could see the new well site.
Ransford told the board that the Dell Ridge addition phase 1 was completed by well #10 and that the pond maybe filled by next month’s meeting so they could see it.

Ransford showed pictures of Hiawatha’s North 50th addition final plat and how they proposal to run the water lines.  Ransford would like to hire Loren Leach to do the engineering so they can move forward with the project and get a permit from the IDNR. Robert Hembera asked how Edgewood Road would affect it. Carl Ransford explained that Edgewood Road would not affect it. The board agreed to move forward with the project.
