An emergency locate had been called in for 961 Emmons St, the work to fix the water main will begin this week. 
There was an insert in the board packet showing the solar panel usage since they were put into use at1410 Robins Rd. The graph doesn’t show much for savings yet as it is too early but, Marty will continue to keep an eye on the usage. Alliant projected the payback on the solar panels to be 12 years and life expectancy is 25 years. The City paid for the solar panel upgrade and the Water Department pays the electric bill.

Marty had a Zoom meeting with Dave from V&K Engineering to go over the details of the required booster pumps for the ground storage tank. He showed the board a drawing of the projected pumps and piping that were submitted by V&K.
