Superintendent’s Report
Marty was unable to attend this meeting. The Superintendents report consisted of information about 2 shut downs in late July, early August for the storm sewer installation. As well as a watermain break on 10th Ave and Rainbow Blvd. The Water Operators repaired the break very quickly with very little interruption. 

Information about the MSA amendment resolution to add on engineering costs for the change from gas chlorine to liquid sodium hypochlorite at 2030 Boyson Rd and 1410 Robins Rd. This is an amendment to the current contract we have with MSA for the Backwash Tank 2021 project at the Iron Plant. 
Anderson asked about the communications at Well #10. Ransford told him he had spoken with Marty and part of the problem with the communications is that there is no fiber optics in that area yet. Once we have fiber this should no longer be a problem. The well is currently being run manually and is working well. Fiber is tentatively set for Spring of 2022.

Auditors are currently in house working on the FY21 Audit. And the face mask policy has been put back into place for those entering City Hall.
