Library Annual Report Presentation – Jeaneal Weeks
Jeaneal Weeks presented the Library Annual Report for Fiscal Year 2013-2014.  Weeks stated the library had a busy year and last March they held a design charrette for the library building to determine the needs along with preparing preliminary designs.  The library did a feasibility study to raise money for a new building and think they should be able to raise $2 million.  Weeks added the library is putting together committees to raise money and are not in the capital campaign stage yet but it is coming. Weeks continued to state they hired Susan Hendricks to do long range planning. Service plans  and preparation for the library to adopt. The library is looking to adopt two service responses and analyzing strengths and weaknesses.  Weeks presented the annual report with the following highlights from the Fiscal Year 2013-2014:
· 267,044 items checked out

· 20,112 people used the computer for 13,955 hours

· 1,071 reference questions

· 12,591 children and teens attended library programs

· 1,351 adults participated in adult programming

· 1,312 groups met in the library meeting rooms

· 406 hours of volunteers time

· 117,204 people through the door
