REGULAR MEETING 

February 17, 2010

Mayor, Tom Theis called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. Present: Bruns, Bendixen, Rampulla & Melsa. Olson was absent. Bruns moved the approval of the agenda, s/c. Bendixen moved approval of the following Consent Agenda items: Bills presented; Finance Director’s Report for January 2010; City Clerk’s Reconciliation Report for January 2010; Department Reports: Community Development, Financial, Fire, Library, Maintenance, Police, and Park & Recreation; City Engineer’s Report; Mayor’s Report; Approval of Community Center Non-Profit Yearly Use Agreement-Cedar Valley Research and Recovery Club; Approval of Renewal Class C Native Wine, Outdoor Service and Sunday Sales for Farmer’s Daughter’s Market located at 495 Miller Road, effective February 18, 2010,  s/c. Mayor, Theis announced that this was the time and place for the public hearing and meeting on the matter of the authorization of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of not to exceed $3,800,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010, in order to provide funds to pay costs of constructing improvement and extensions to streets and to existing parks of the type commonly found in parks, sanitary sewer, storm sewer and water improvements, acquisition of equipment for the Police and Fire Departments and refunding existing general obligation indebtedness of the City, an essential corporate purpose, and the notice of the proposed action by the Council to institute proceeding for the authorization of the Loan Agreement and the issuance of the Notes at 7:01 P.M. No written or oral comments were made at or prior to the public hearing. Public hearing closed at 7:01 P.M. 

Bruns presented RESOLUTION #10-024 instituting proceedings to take additional action for the authorization of a loan agreement and the issuance of not to exceed $3,800,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010 for the purpose of paying costs of constructing improvements and extension to streets and to existing parks of the type commonly found in parks, sanitary sewer, storm sewer and water improvements, acquisition of equipment for the Police and Fire Departments, and refunding existing general obligation indebtedness of the City, s/c. Mayor, Theis announced that this was the time and place for public hearing and meeting on the matter of the authorization of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of not to exceed $250,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010, in order to provide funds to pay costs of constructing improvements, equipping public buildings, and acquiring property for park/public green space, a general corporate purpose and that notice of the proposed action by the Council to institute proceedings for the authorization of the Loan Agreement and the issuance of the Notes at 7:03 P.M. No written or oral comments were received at or prior to the hearing. Public hearing closed at 7:03 P.M. 

Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #10-025 instituting proceedings to take additional action for the authorization of a loan agreement and the issuance of not to exceed $250,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010 for the purpose of paying cots of constructing improvements, equipping public buildings and acquiring property for parks/public green space, s/c. Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #10-026 authorizing the issuance of $3,000,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010, and Levying a Tax for the Payment thereof, s/c. Bruns moved to set a public hearing date of March 3, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. to consider amending Code of Ordinance Chapter 163 Housing Code in its entirety and adopt a revised Chapter 163 Housing Code adopting by reference of the International Property Maintenance Code, 2009 Edition as the City of Hiawatha Housing Code and providing penalties, s/c. Rampulla moved to set a public hearing date of March 3, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. to consider amending Code of Ordinance Chapter 153 Geothermal Well Standards in its entirety, s/c. Bendixen moved to set a public hearing date of March 3, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. to consider adding Code of Ordinance Chapter 164 Property Maintenance, s/c. Bendixen moved to set a public hearing date of March 3, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. to consider amending Chapter 21 City Administrator §21.02 Appointment and Term by deleting the following: and the City Administrator may be appointed for a term not to exceed two years, s/c. Bruns moved to set a public hearing date of March 3, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. to consider amending Code of Ordinance Chapter 35 Fire Department §35.05 Fire Chief and Assistant Fire Chief by deleting the following: for a term of two (2) years, s/c. Bruns moved to adopt the Final proposed Budget for FY 10-11 and to set a hearing date of March 3, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. to consider the approval of FY 10-11 Budget with a city levy rate of 15.31001, s/c. Bendixen presented RESOLUTION #10-027 approving the amendment to the Community Center Rental Agreement/Rules and Regulations “Exhibit “A”, effective February 18, 2010, s/c. Council reviewed four (4) Requests for Qualifications and Proposals, the Parks and Recreation Commission requested Council approval of MSA Professional Services of Hiawatha in the amount of $8,600.00. Bruns presented RESOLUTION #10-028 authorized the Parks and Recreation Department to proceed with awarding contract in the development of the “Parks and Recreational Comprehensive Plan” at a total cost not to exceed $8,600.00 with MSA Professional Services of Hiawatha, s/c. Bendixen presented RESOLUTION #10-029 authorizing the Hiawatha Water Department to administer such rules and policy as necessary to implement Cross Connection Control, as per Code of Ordinance Chapter 156, Plumbing Code §156.12 Cross Connection Control, s/c. Bruns presented RESOLUTION #10-030 authorized the purchase of Firehouse Software for Fire Department Records Management System in the amount $6,175.00 from Firehouse Software, s/c. Bendixen presented RESOLUTION #10-031 approving Final Plat for the Pines First Addition, containing one (1) lot, numbered one (1), s/c. Bruns presented RESOLUTION #10-032 approving temporary encroachment into the City of Hiawatha Right-of-Way for the display of the American Flags on various properties throughout the City of Hiawatha, the flags displayed in the Right-of-Way shall not obstruct view or become a threat to public health or safety; said flags shall not be on display for more than twenty-four (24) hours, s/c. Bruns moved the approval of a procurement card for the Mayor with a single purchase limit not to exceed $2,500.00 and billing cycle limit not to exceed $15,000.00, s/c. Bruns presented RESOLUTION #10-033 to proceed with the steps for the special assessment option for the North Center Point Road Sanitary Sewer and Water Connection Project, s/c. Council authorized engineers to proceed with a 10-year property tax relief schedule for interested parties at the February 16, 2010 special meeting. Rampulla moved to proceed with the special assessment for sewer and water connection fees, s/c. Bruns moved to enter into closed session at 7:52 P.M., s/c. Olson was presented by teleconference at 8:00 P.M. Bruns moved to enter into regular session at 9:30 P.M., s/c. Bruns presented RESOLUTION #10-034 giving City Attorney, Mark Parmenter the authority proceed with negotiations regarding property “A” as discussed in closed session, s/c. Bruns presented RESOLUTION #10-035 giving City Attorney, Mark Parmenter the authority proceed with negotiations regarding property “B” as discussed in closed session, s/c. Rampulla moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:49 P.M., s/c.
