Hometown Rewards Program Presentation, Alliant Energy – Robin Sempf

Alliant Energy Project Manager, Robin Sempf addressed Council to promote the Hometown Rewards Program.  The Hometown Rewards Program has the following goals:

· Improve energy efficiency throughout the community

· Educate all community members about energy efficiency

· Track and measure energy savings

· Creating a sustainable effort that continues after the completion of the program

To be selected to participate in the Hometown Rewards Program, the City needs to complete an application and submit it to Alliant Energy for consideration.  If selected, Alliant Energy assigns a consultant to work with the community and provides up to $5,000 of start-up funds for advertising, meeting and event planning and plan development; with the amount of funds determined by a formula based on community size. $5.00 per person will also be available in marketing funds for the community and “Reward Pool” funds of $2.00 per person will be available to use towards a community energy-efficiency project with amount of reward determined by the progress of the community’s energy efficiency goal.
If the City is selected, we will need to recruit a steering committee of 12-15 members that will be responsible for implementing the program in our community.  A City contact will be an active member of the steering committee and the main point of contact for the committee and Alliant Energy.  The Hometown Rewards Program will run over a course of 18-24 months and committee members will have the following responsibilities:

· Lead the community in identifying and setting energy efficiency and goals
· Establish an energy efficiency and sustainability plan to accomplish goals

· Create and implement marketing initiatives to increase project awareness and accomplish goals

· Connect citizens and businesses to energy efficiency programs to help reach goals

· Recruit and coordinate volunteers and service providers to execute program initiatives

· Coordinate communication and participation with community members, businesses, local governments and influential organizations in the community

· Prepare and submit reports and information regarding plans, accomplishments and spending to Alliant Energy as needed

· Work with Alliant Energy and their vendor resources to collect and review data, goal development and marketing and action plans

The submittal deadline date for the Hometown Rewards Program Application is April 1, 2011.
Council Member, Rampulla commented that utility companies always seem to increase rates once consumption is decreased because they are losing revenue. Alliant Energy Project Manager, Sempf explained that it is good business to help save consumption because it is cheaper to educate people then to build a new power plant.

Council Member, Bruns pointed out that before the City can commit to the program, we need to get our key players and objectives in place and see what interest there is in the community to be a part of the steering committee.
