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 The Hiawatha City Council met in special session on April 23, 2009. Mayor Theis called the meeting to order at 5:02 P.M. Council members present: Dick Olson, Linda Bendixen, Nancy Melsa, Marty Bruns and Bob Rampulla.  
Linda Bendixen moved the approval of the agenda, second by Marty Bruns. Motion carried. 
City Administrator 2nd Interview
The Mayor and City Council discussed the information gathered regarding the candidate reference checks and the staff’s input from earlier in the day. Mayor Theis stated that all reference checks were very positive. 
The City Council met with City Administrator candidate #2 to continue their discussion of his interest in the City of Hiawatha.

· Residency is preferable

· Need a decision within one week

Candidate #2 asked if he could let the Mayor know of his decision by the following Tuesday. Candidate #2 asked if the council would consider retirement participation through the City Manager’s Core Plan, this plan would be at no cost to the city, but a resolution would need to be authorized before proceeding.
