Discussion of C-4 Zoning District and outdoor storage use/conditions.
World Class Industries recently asked for a variance to allow outdoor storage at their facility in Hiawatha. The Board of Adjustment tabled the issue and asked for the Planning and Zoning Commission to review. 
Geoff Franzenburg of Septagon Construction, Brett Cobb and Patrick Patterson of World Class Industries, made a brief presentation of the variance they are requesting for outdoor storage in a C-4 Zoning District. They stated that the storage area would be accessed from the interior of the building through an overhead door, there would be a fence surrounding the area and that it would not be visible from neighboring properties due to the layout of the property and the large pine trees that would shield the view.

Bill Beem of Cope Plastics owns the property across the street from World Class Industries and spoke about how the zoning is too restrictive in that area. 
Dick Ransom stated that a conditional use appears to be appropriate for this application.  
The added review of the Board of Adjustment will allow or disallow outdoor storage in these areas.
