Fire Department –St. Luke’s Rural Health Care Endowment Grant-MEGACODE KELLY Manikin
Deputy Chief, Andy Sweeney and Fire medic, Andy Olsen applied for a Rural Health Care Endowment Grant from the St. Luke’s Health Care Foundation. The purpose of the grant was to fund approximately fifty percent of a project. They requested funding for a Mega code Kelly Automated Training Manikin. On May 29th they were notified that the Hiawatha Fire Department had won an award in the dollar amount of $4,615.62. 
The Mega code Kelly will allow the Fire Department/Ambulance Service to practice a number of skills, from taking a pulse, up to airways and IV’s. The manikin will assist in the departments’ ability to train their medical personnel allowing them to meet their goal of having high skill proficiency. Additionally it will help train surrounding services they respond with such as Shellsburg and Palo. 

The cost for Mega code Kelly is $9,906.89. The grant provides $4,615.62. Fire Chief requests the matching dollars of $5,291.27 to purchase the Mega code Kelly.
