Vapor Development LLC – Site Plan – 920 North 15th Avenue
Mark Powers, Community Development Director explained that a revised copy of the site plan has already been given to the City Engineer to address the comments in his letter.  Vapor Development LLC will have to provide official copies of the site plans to the Community Development Department signed by a professional engineer. 
City Engineer, Dick Ransom said that the revised site plan addressed all the comments in his letter except the easement along the boundary between Hiawatha North 19th and 23rd Additions is not shown on the plan and it will have to be vacated.  The two existing water services off of North 15th Avenue will be utilized to get water to the building.
