Education Training Agreements-Emergency Medical Technicians
Fire Chief, Mike Nesslage requested council approval authorizing the Fire Chief to sign all future education training agreements.
The purpose of the agreements is to authorize the City to provide educational training, such as “Ride Along” or field internship programs. Each agreement will provide an outline of responsibilities of parties, a program plan, evidence of Professional Liability Insurance with minimum limits of $1,000,000 per claim, $3,000.000 aggregate, to insure against the consequences of acts, omissions and negligence of Paramedic and EMT Basic Interns. 

Dick Olson presented RESOLUTION #09-144 authorizing the Fire Chief to sign all future education training agreements for the purpose of providing educational training for emergency medical technicians, such as “Ride Along” or Field Internship Programs, second by Bob Rampulla. 

Linda Bendixen stated she believed that all agreements should continue to be reviewed just as 28E agreements would be. 
Mike Nesslage stated each contract is usually a one (1) year contract, the agreements are not complicated and provide the necessary training EMT students need. 
Mike Nesslage stated that he would provide this information to the council as an FYI or the information would be part of his report.

Marty Bruns stated that the resolution spells out the necessary criteria an agreement would need before proceeding with any kind of training.

Linn County Secondary Road Department-Shared Road Maintenance and Winter Snow & Ice Control Agreement 
The City of Hiawatha has received an agreement from the Linn County Secondary Road Department for shared road maintenance and winter snow & ice control. The agreement is for the benefit of the traveling public and the mutual benefit of the City of Hiawatha to effectively deal with common street and road maintenance problems which occur on shared portions and are considered to be of a normal and routine nature, to enhance consistency of related traffic control measures and to provide a more cost effective maintenance program. The agreement additionally will add to the effectiveness with common problems of snow removal and ice control on road surfaces and to promote the safer flow of traffic.

Public Works Superintendent to Proceed with the Purchase of a Pick-Up Truck
Public Works Superintendent, Rod Jasa requested council approval to purchase a pick-up truck not to exceed $10,000.00 to be used to spread liquid de-icing chemicals in the winter, haul water for plants and haul the hydro-seeder in the summer. Funds will be taken from the Equipment Reserve Fund for the purchase of the pick-up truck. Jasa will consult with the Mayor and City Administrator before making the purchase.    
Marty Bruns asked if it would be possible to find the necessary truck for $10,000.00. Linda Bendixen asked why we sold the red truck earlier in the year if the Public Works Department needed it. Bendixen additional stated that she thought they said “NO” to replacing the red truck.
Jasa stated that the red truck was not a heavy enough truck to carry the de-icier or to haul the water for the plants. Bruns also stated that the red truck had transmission issue and the repairs would be costly. 

City Administrator, Gary Rogers stated that it would require a certain truck to provide the service that the city needed. 

Bob Rampulla said we don’t want to use a new truck to spread the brine. 

Dick Olson also stated that he remembers the conversation differently then Linda Bendixen.
