REGULAR SCHEDULED MEETING
November 11, 2013
The Hiawatha Board of Adjustment met in regular session on November 11, 2013. Chairmen Brian Fanton called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Members present: Frank Glaser, David Matthews and Dick Whitmore. Members Absent: Christina Goodman. Staff present: Community Development Director, Mark Powers, Assistant Building Official, Jim Fisher and Building Inspector, Chris Lauderdale.  Guests: Kerry Smith and Matt Dlouhy.
Board Member Frank Glaser moved to approve the March 11, 2013 minutes, second by Dick Witmore. Motion carried. 

PUBLIC HEARING - to consider a Variance request to the City of Hiawatha Unified Development Code, Chapter 165.33:3, a variance to allow parking spaces to be used by more than one use.  CEC Engineering is requesting a variance for the property located at 405 Boyson Rd., Hiawatha, IA.
Public Hearing Opened At 6:01 p.m.
Chairman Brian Fanton asked if there were any written or verbal comments. There were none. He then asked if there were any comments from anyone in the audience. 
Matt Delouhy took the podium. He then explained that he shared parking with the adjoining lot to cover over flow. He stated that he had an agreement with the church to share the parking. He also added that they would like to add stairs in between to keep people from walking in the grass.
Mark Powers added that the reason that the parking was an issue is that they want to add a storage building and this would increase the parking spaces required. He added that the shared parking issue went to the Planning and Zoning Board and was approved.
David Matthews asked if there was a shared parking agreement before this. Matt Delouhy stated that they had a verbal agreement with the church. He added that for the meeting, he had the agreement put into writing.

Board Member, Dick Whitmore presented Docket #006, Variance request to the City of Hiawatha Unified Development Code, Chapter 165.33:3, a variance to allow parking spaces to be used by more than one use for the property located at 405 Boyson Rd., Hiawatha, IA. with the following conditions:

1. No parking space or portion thereof shall serve as a required space for more than one use unless otherwise authorized by the Board of Adjustment.

2. To allow the same off street parking facility to qualify as required facilities for two or more use(s) provided that the substantial use of such facilities by each user does not take place at approximately the same time.
