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The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on February 17, 2016. Mayor Bill Bennett called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Bob Rampulla, Marty Bruns, Aime Wichtendahl and Dick Olson was present by conference call. Dennis Norton was absent. Staff present: Community Development Director Patrick Parsley, Finance Director Cindy Kudrna, Deputy Clerk Kari Graber, Assistant Building Official Jim Fisher and Police Chief Dennis Marks. Guests: Daniel Hoffmann, Virginia Theis, Tom Theis, Tracy Bennett, Agaw Gill, Anhad Gill and Mardey Gill. Note: Not all guests in attendance signed in. 

Bruns moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Approval of bills; Finance Director’s Report for January 2016; City Clerk’s Report for January 2016; Department Reports: Community Development, Fire, Library, Parks and Recreation, Police and Public Works; Approval of new- Class B Native Wine, Class B Wine, Special Class C Liquor (BW) (Beer/Wine) License for Farmer’s Daughter’s Market, 495 Miller Road, effective February 18, 2016, seconded by Olson. Motion carried. 

Citizens Input
Daniel Hoffmann informed Council of a Severe Weather Spotter Training on February 27, 2016 beginning at 1:00 P.M. at 8300 C Ave NE in Marion.

Sarah Bloomer stated they were informed this week that Pour Sports Bar is be to closed as of March 1, 2016 and wanted to speak on behalf of the employees that work there and other patrons that agree with them. Bloomer continued on to say that she understands that the bar is closing and there’s nothing that they can do about it at this point, but patrons and employees feel the amount of notice the bar has been given is inadequate. Bloomer continued to state the bar has known for a few months that it’s going to happen at some point but as an employee Bloomer does not feel it would be fair to go get another job and leave Pour Sports hanging, not knowing how long the business is going to be open. Bloomer explained this is short notice to find adequate employment for all the people that work at the bar; there are five (5) full time employees, the newest employee has been there for four (4) years, there are three (3) single moms, people that depend on this income. Bloomer said knowing the need is there to find something else is inevitable, but it’s a short amount of time for the employees to be able to do that without any preparation and to give the bar the respect of staying until the end.
Employee at GoDaddy (Did not state name) asked when construction is slated to start? Individual expressed that as a small business consultant and working with small businesses every day. Pour Sports is a small business who employs people; there are single moms and people who have been there for years. Pour Sports has petitioned to extend the time, the business requires a two (2) week notice, the expense of moving the stoves out, moving the out the tables that are bolted to the floor, giving a two (2) week notice to employees because they are beautifying Hiawatha. Individual continued to say she watched a news story last month that covered this topic and the City mentioned working in any way, shape or form with the business to make sure they relocate and get put in a new place. Instead, 30 days later the employees learn in two (2) weeks the City is going to evict them and they don’t understand why the City can go in front of the media to state the City will work with Pour Sports but it appears the City is not going to give Pour Sports a chance to relocate. Individual explained Pour Sports is her home away from home, a way to unwind and the business is not asking to stay, they are asking for an extension. Individual asked council to give Pour Sports a chance to give their employees enough notice to find a job, these are single mothers. The individual questioned if the City really wants to put someone else on welfare to beautify Hiawatha. 
Gina Loum explained she works at the bar full time Monday thru Friday and she understands Pour Sports is closing. Loum stated the employees and patrons are simply asking the City to reconsider Joe’s proposal for a little more time to clean things up, to get things out, and do what they need to do. Loum explained again it is her full time job and she will be losing her job and eventually she hears things are going to clear out all the way up to Darrah’s. 
Jean Moore stated that she works at GoDaddy and the bar is kind of their home away from home when they leave work. Moore said it is clear the bar is leaving, nobody’s questioning that, but after getting to know the employees and other patrons it is hard. Moore explained that she was a newly single mom when she first went into Pour Sports and the people talked to her and gave her a place to go. Moore commented there are single moms who are losing their jobs, a business owner who doesn’t have time to relocate; when folks heard the decision they asked the business what their end date was because patrons want to celebrate Pour Sports and thank them, but folks were not sure. Moore continued to state finding out that the business has two (2) weeks left is not a lot of time; even renting a house gives more than two (2) weeks notice to move. Now the business has two (2) weeks to move their whole business, they have food and equipment. Moore said as a GoDaddy employee she is sentimental; these are people’s livelihoods, they’re not asking for anything else except more time. Moore commented Pour Sports knows they have to go and they have been a part of this community in a good way, the bar was a place to go so the City should give the business as much time as possible. Moore asked for the City to give the business until the start of construction so they can find another place to relocate and find new jobs. Moore continued to state she grew up in Hiawatha, it is a community, that is what makes it different from Cedar Rapids and Pour Sports has been a part of the community culture for many years and would like the business to have more time. 
Jolly (Did not state last name) commented that she also works at GoDaddy and is not going to try and undermine anything anybody has said but from what she has learned, Pour Sports has had a little more time than two (2) weeks notice. Jolly stated that a month’s notice for a household is adequate time but a business is totally different because they are dealing with so many things. Jolly continued to say that the people at the bar are the type of people you remember forever and they are very nice people. Jolly said she has never been to the bar when there’s been an incident and Jolly has never felt uncomfortable; the bar has always been a nice place to go if she’s had a bad day at work and wanted to talk to somebody. Jolly stated from what she understands the business was told at the end of January they need to go; it has been talked about for several months between the two (2) locations. Jolly commented the end of January is when Pour Sports was told it is time to go, and the City gave Pour Sports a deadline of March 1, 2016; the big picture is the business received a month notice and need to make a decision to do whatever they have to do. Pour Sports will close in a short amount of time and they will not have the opportunity to reopen. Jolly said construction is not slated to start until March 1, 2016, and asked council to give the business more time until middle or end of April to let their employees go, schedule their moving company, find a new location, set up the new location and provide time to move in and start business.
Coy Overstreet stated after moving here from San Diego, California and coming to a family place where a person can actually meet somebody, get to know the bartenders, get to know the people that have families, Hiawatha has provided a great opportunity. Overstreet said Hiawatha is a wonderful place to be. Overstreet continued having someone move in a month’s notice is rough and he thinks if the City looked at it and walked across the street he thinks a little bit of time is the main thing. There should be some time left to keep the people that are working there and provide the owners with more time to move on. 
Lanore Zoll explained everyone who spoke tonight has talked about the family that Pour Sports is. Zoll said the business is her family, her grandmother and uncle own Pour Sports and she has worked at that property since she was 14 years old when it was Boston Fish. Zoll commented she just wants the business to be looked at as the family they are not just a property, she feels that is all they have been looked at is just a property. Zoll understands the bar is being taken from them, from her family, her son, all her friends and they have accepted that; all they are asking for is some more time to hopefully find another place and show appreciation to their customers in the next couple of months. Zoll says their customers are all willing to help them move everything and they just want another month or two to get things in order and show our appreciation to customers. 
Angie (Did not state last name) commented she thinks it is crazy the business was here before they were, she has been working at GoDaddy for five (5) years and has lived in Hiawatha since 1999. This is a serious community that does not have the issues they have in the surrounding communities or the City of Cedar Rapids. It’s a safe place, it’s one of those places you meet people. Angie stated it is very important to have a safe, secure place where you feel comfortable, the bar is our Cheers, the employees know us by name, our table, our seats and our personal stuff, because the patrons talk to their bartender. She doesn’t want to see the business go at all but obviously the decision has been made and she understands change but she works at GoDaddy with everybody and that is a constant they deal with. Angie commented she does not see why the City hasn’t set the business up somewhere else and found somewhere for their employees. She doesn’t want to see the business leave and doesn’t see any reason why the City can’t figure out a way to get the bar relocated in an area that is going to benefit everybody that works there, the owners and everybody in the community.

Jeremy (Did not state last name) commented to Mayor Bennett that Bennett bought his first dirt bike from him when he owned his business over on 16th and supported his business when it came out to Hiawatha. Jeremy thinks the City is trying to build a great community and the City wants people around. Jeremy explained this is another small business that all of these people here tonight support; Jeremy thinks it would only be fair to give the business adequate enough time to at least move their stuff out, set up their employees with new jobs, new opportunities and he thinks when the bar walks away from this they could say that Hiawatha really helped them out and the City really made good on their promises. Jeremy thinks that speaks volumes for this community, word of mouth is the absolute best advertisement the City could have and the City is capable of that.
Jason Fletcher commented everyone has already asked about time but what they are really missing here possibly is the personal nature of the whole thing and having to make a move. It’s something near and dear to everyone’s heart and their invested in it not just in terms of monetary but emotionally as well and he hopes that the City would take that into consideration. 
Kristen (Did not state last name) commented about the word of mouth and thinks it is extremely important for the City to understand that everything spreads like wildfire whether its social media or word of mouth, everything along those lines regardless of when the deadlines were initially set, the point is the employees basically just found out. Kristen continued to state if the employees are going to go look for another job especially bartending jobs those new businesses are going to want them to start the next day, giving them two (2) weeks notice isn’t sufficient for them, they are just asking the City to think about their personal lives, the things they have to set in motion regardless what the deadlines are and to understand everyone else is reeling to keep the employees, owners, and the time to adjust. If this situation comes back negatively the City needs to think about how the outcome will affect potential future growth in Hiawatha. 
Council Member Wichtendahl stated that she would like to thank everyone who spoke and shared their concerns and like many of them she has worked at GoDaddy and knows the people speaking are absolutely right that Papas and Pour Sports is their afterhours home away from home and learning about what had happened here with Neon Dragon and with the bars was one of the reasons that motivated her to run for City Council initially. Wichtendahl continued she did want to make sure the City has places for both Papas and Pour Sports and whoever wants to come in to set up a business. It’s a difficult situation to be in and Wichtendahl said she can sympathize with all of them because Wichtendahl herself has been there before. Wichtendahl shared she came home one day and got evicted 30 days later from her former place in Marion, about a year ago Wichtendahl got let go at Hibu where the business gave employees two (2) weeks notice letting them know their jobs were going to India. Wichtendahl continued to state the she absolutely shares the peoples’ concerns and loss at the businesses but Wichtendahl stated she can only tell the people what she’s learned since coming to the City Council, and that is this: the City of Hiawatha has owned the property since last March and has been trying to maintain support for moving these businesses and relocating them within Hiawatha. Wichtendahl stated she believes based on the existing law Pour Sports still has two (2) years to continue to work with the City to find relocation and that is something City Council is absolutely looking forward to working with the owners of Papas and Pour Sports on. Wichtendahl explained as far as the issue of more time she has not seen the proposal as it was not part of the council packet the group received recently, therefore this does come as news to City Council. Wichtendahl said she is very sorry the employees just recently found out about this situation; the City did discuss briefly after the KCRG report back in January and had a council meeting where the 30 days notice was discussed. Wichtendahl shared the City is still open and committed to working with the businesses to find a solution to see if there is a possibility for relocation. 
Jolly asked for clarification on the two (2) year window where the City could work with the company to find a new location and if that two (2) years begins from last March when the property was purchased.
Wichtendahl commented that she believes it is from the time the building closes. 

Jolly asked if Pour Sports has two (2) years from March 1, 2016 to find a new location if there is any type of insurance for wages or anything to help the business to be closed for two (2) years, to open back up, and be able to flourish the way a business would flourish. 
Council Member Rampulla stated there is a financial incentive if the business does relocate but is unsure of what the amount is. 
Jolly asked Council to explain what the financial incentive means, and if it includes licensing and owners wages to support his own family and household. Jolly questioned if it takes the business two (2) years to relocate would the incentive help cover their income for the time it took to relocate. 
Rampulla commented that the City gives the business so much money to relocate and is unsure of what the specific dollar amount would be. The dollar amount goes to the owner to relocate, buy property, and build a building; what the owner does with the money is up to him but is primarily for relocation of the building to build or lease. Rampulla continued to state that he is unsure if the dollar amount would have to go with the owner’s wages and that should be answered by the City Attorney. 
Council Member Olson stated the incentive is a pretty good incentive package and believes it is public knowledge. 
City Administrator Downs commented that the City does not know what those numbers are and there is a simple relocation which is a couple different caveats to it and is up to $10,000 for advertising, signage  and that type of thing, but as far as moving that particular business into another sight that will depend on what that sight needs, what it would cost to move the business there so there is no specific dollar amount.
Jolly asked if Hiawatha is making it capable for this particular type of establishment to continue in the City of Hiawatha and if the City closes the business down March 1, 2016, is the City expecting a dead business for the next two (2) months and is Hiawatha willing to forfeit the tax income they receive based on these two (2) months of inactivity.
Downs stated that the City already has.
Olson commented that the amount that Mr. Zoll received was not only as fair if not more fair than what the City did for the barber shop and the barber shop built their own building. Olson said the coin shop ended up building their own building and as the City did for Jason at the tattoo shop and he ended up in a much nicer building in Cedar Rapids, although the City wishes he would have relocated in Hiawatha. Olson continued to explain all the businesses vacating have all been compensated extremely fairly and the others have moved on; whatever Mr. Zoll decides to do is his decision not the City’s.
