Marty Recker informed the board that our old water truck has been sold for $15,075.00.  
Patrick White asked about the watermain work that will be coming up in the future on Robins Rd. to N. Center Point Rd. The main size will be 12” which is larger than originally planned. The existing watermain is in need of replacement as this line has had multiple breaks over the years and is very deep. White questioned if the City would be able to help fund this project and Recker didn’t think that would happen. We do have funds budgeted for this project. 

Midtown watermain has been installed, filled, passed bacteria and pressure testing. The City just needs to finish the road. Recker did remind the board that the watermain was paid for by City funds.    
Marty has talked with Grabill Electronics regarding the proposed antenna’s on Robins Rd water tower, presented to the board by Michael Vail last meeting. Graybill has inspected the tower and will submit a proposal for the Water Department to present to a structural engineer.
