Resolution 15-17 Approved
Consider Resolution for Authorizing Iowa Geological Survey to conduct a survey of Hiawatha’s Water System

Board held a discussion about the benefits of a geological survey.  The geological survey would look at the substructure of the ground and show the best area to drill a well.  With permission from landowners of potential ground, this company will come in and test 4 areas.  This information will be useful now and in the future as the ground does not change at a fast pace.  The actual cost of surveying 4 areas would not exceed $40,000. The water board liked the idea but decided to table the resolution until a later date.  We do not have this expense budgeted and the board would like to wait until spring to see if we would have a better outlook of fund availability.  
Superintendent’s Report
Recker spoke to the board about a program called IOWARN.  This program is made up of volunteers that will assist water and wastewater utilities in the case of an emergency with a mutual aid agreement.  To move forward with this program, the mayor and city council would have to approve and return the contract to the Incident Manager, John Lins. The water board likes the idea of this program and said to move forward.
